Plastic surfaces, insulations, synthetic grass sheets to treat have
to be clean, dry, oil and waxes free and free from all the products
that can compromise the adhesion and the relative effectiveness.

Shake well PRYMER O.P. before use.

PRYMER O.P. has to be applied by brush or cloth evenly in one or
two coats. The possible application of the second coat has to be
done only when the solvent is completely evaporated (after about
20-30 minutes).

After the application of PRYMER O.P. (within 12 hours) is possible
to use ADESIVER GREEN TURF (see relative technical datasheet).
After 12 hours from the first application it is necessary to repeat
the application of PRYMER O.P.

In case of application of synthetic grass sheets, follow the
instruction has listed by the producers.
